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STARS CLUB FACILITATOR – Description of Duties

The mission of Centinela Youth Services is to strengthen families and communities by youth (7-21) to resolve conflicts and overcome obstacles in order to become successful students and contributing adults. Centinela Youth Services (CYS) is a 501c3 non-profit community-based organization established in 1975. 

STARS Club helps to improve the school-learning environment by reducing campus violence that in turn reduces expulsions, suspensions, detentions and truancy. STARS Club program consists of two components:   1) Peer Mediation, 2) Conflict Prevention Workshops.  Peer Mediation - students are trained in peer mediation and conflict resolution in order to conduct mediations on campus between students who are in conflict.   Conflict Prevention is a series of interactive workshops that promote personal development, effective communication, peace, teamwork and self-management.  

Internship Description: 

Assign to implement the peer mediation program Students Able to Resolve Situations (STARS) to elementary, middle and high schools sites. STARS program consists of two components: 1) Peer Mediation, 2) Conflict Prevention Workshops.  Internship term consists of 120 hours per Semester. Internship assignment starts September 2010 to June 2011. Stipends may be allocated for each semester.  You must pass security clearance, which will include being fingerprinted and negative T.B. test before you are allowed on campus. 
 Hours: Must be able to commit to 3 hours twice a week to assigned school during school hours (total of 6 hrs. per week) starting September 2010. 

Duties:

· Conduct outreach on-campus to recruit and enroll students

· Organize and deliver Peer Mediation training to students

· Schedule and facilitate Peer Mediations on campus and/or after-school

· Organize and deliver Conflict Prevention Workshops to students

· Supervise mediation sessions

· Collect and report data on a monthly basis according to program guidelines 

· Attend school-site and CYS meetings as scheduled

· Create and implement monthly roster for peer mediators 

· Conduct and organize school activities reflecting peace building within school campus
